the action ▶  On November 25, 2025, BiomX Inc. (the "Company") effected a one-for-nineteen reverse stock split (the "Reverse Stock 
Split") of all of the Company's then issued and outstanding common stock, par value $0.0001 per share (the "Common Stock"), pursuant to 
which every nineteen shares of Common Stock ("Old Common Stock") were consolidated into one share of Common Stock (the "New 
Common Stock") with all fractional shares of New Common Stock rounded up to the nearest whole share of New Common Stock.
